ARTICLE 5 
OF THE ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION OF  
SANDPIPER HOME OWNERS ASSOCIATION 
(Registration Number 2005/039000/08) 
1 definitions and interpretation

Definitions

In these Conduct Rules, unless clearly inconsistent with or otherwise indicated by the context ‑
1.1.1 "Articles" means the articles of association of the Association;

1.1.2 "Association" means the Sandpiper Home Owners Association (Registration Number 2005/039000/08), a company duly incorporated with limited liability in accordance with the company laws of the Republic of South Africa, including section 21 of the Companies Act, an association incorporated under section 21 of the Companies Act, No. 61 of 1973, as amended;

1.1.3 "Board" means the board of directors of the Association;
1.1.4 "Boathouse" means the boathouse/storage room to be constructed by the Purchaser on the Storage Portion;

1.1.5 "Conduct Rules" means the conduct rules set out in this document and its appendices and formulated in terms of Article 5 of the Articles;

1.1.6 "Developer" means Sandpiper Nature Reserve (Proprietary) Limited (Registration Number 2005/017465/07), a company duly incorporated with limited liability in accordance with the company laws of the Republic of South Africa and the developer of the Nature Reserve;

1.1.7 "Local Authority" means the Municipality of Knysna or such other authority having jurisdiction in respect of the Property for the time being and from time to time;
1.1.8 "Managing Agent" means any person or body appointed by  the Association as an independent contractor to undertake any of the functions of the Association;

1.1.9 "Member" means a member of the Association within the meaning of and subject to the conditions set out in the Articles and a registered owner of a Residential Portion and "Members" shall bear a corresponding meaning;

1.1.10 "Municipal Portion" means the portion of the Property zoned and reserved for municipal purposes;
1.1.11 "Nature Reserve" means the environmentally sensitive residential and holiday housing scheme to be conducted on the Property to be known as "Sandpiper Nature Reserve";
1.1.12 "Nature Reserve Portions" means those portions of the Property which are to be used predominantly as a nature reserve for the common benefit of the members of the Association;

1.1.13 "Occupier" means a person lawfully occupying the Residential Portion of a Member;
1.1.14 "Property" means Erf 4910 Sedgefield Township, the Province of the Western Cape, measuring 4,32 (four comma three two) hectares;

1.1.15 "Recreational Areas" means that part of the Nature Reserve Portions indicated as such on the Site Development Plan which has been reserved for use by the Members for recreational purposes;

1.1.16 "Reserved Portions" means those portions of the Property north of Leervis Street indicated as Erf 4911 Sedgefield Township on the Site Development Plan to be selected by the Developer in its sole and absolute discretion and which have been reserved by the Developer for the construction and sale for the Developer’s own account of a maximum of 7 (seven) further residences in compliance with the Local Authority's conditions of subdivision and the provisions of a future Record of Decision to be applied for and granted by the Department of Environmental Affairs and Tourism; 

1.1.17 "Residential Portions" means the portions of the Property which have been zoned and reserved for residential use comprising of 24 residential erven and upon which the registered owners of each such Residential Portion shall construct a dwelling and other improvements and "Residential Portion" shall bear a corresponding meaning;
1.1.18 "Roads" means the Road Portions and any other roads or access‑ways whether paved, constructed or gravel, within the Nature Reserve which has been specially designated by the Association as being for vehicular use on a plan of the Nature Reserve to be posted in the office of the Managing Agent for general information and by means of appropriate signs, and "Road" shall bear a corresponding meaning;
1.1.19 "Road Portions" means the portion of the Property which has been zoned and reserved for road purposes as indicated on the Site Development Plan and which is to be transferred to the Association ;
1.1.20 “Site Development Plan” means the plan of the Property attached to these Conduct Rules marked as Appendix “1”;

1.1.21 "Storage Portions" means that part of the Nature Reserve indicated as such  on the Site Development Plan upon which the Boathouses are to be constructed and to which each Member has the sole and exclusive right of use;
1.1.22 "Vehicle" means any form of conveyance, whether self‑propelled, propelled or drawn by mechanical, animal or human agency.
Interpretation

1.1.23 In these Conduct Rules, unless clearly inconsistent with or otherwise indicated by the context, any reference to the singular includes the plural and vice versa, any reference to natural persons includes legal persons and vice versa and reference to a gender includes the other genders.

1.1.24 Where appropriate, meanings ascribed to defined words and expressions in 1.1, shall impose substantive obligations on the Parties.

1.1.25 The clause headings in these Conduct Rules have been inserted for convenience only and shall not be taken into account in its interpretation.

1.1.26 Words and expressions defined in any sub-clause shall, for the purposes of the clause of which that sub-clause forms part, bear the meanings assigned to such words and expressions in that sub-clause.

1.1.27 The use of the word "including" followed by a specific example or examples shall not be construed or interpreted as limiting the meaning of the general wording preceding it and the euisdem generis shall not be applied in the interpretation of such general wording and/or such specific example or examples.
1.1.28 These Conduct Rules must be read in conjunction with and shall not detract from the obligations imposed –

1.1.28.1 by the Articles and unless it appears to the contrary, either expressly or by necessary implication, the words and expressions defined in the Articles shall bear the same meaning in these Conduct Rules as in the Articles.  In the case of conflict between these Conduct Rules and the Articles, the Articles shall prevail;

1.1.28.2 the Record of Decision issued by the Department of Environmental Affairs and Tourism on 29 September 2004 in terms of which the Department of Environmental Affairs granted its approval in terms of section 22(3) of the Environment Conservation Act No. 73 of 1989, as amended;  and

1.1.28.3 the construction environmental management plan prepared by Doug Jeffrey Environmental Consultants (Proprietary) Limited (Registration Number 1999/009151/07) dated February 2005.

2 SECTION A ‑ VEHICLES
Traffic 

2.1.1 No person shall drive or permit or cause to be driven any Vehicle on any Road at a speed, in excess of 20 (twenty) kilometres per hour, save as set out in this 2.1. 
2.1.2 The Association may, if it considers it necessary or desirable so to do, impose, whether temporarily or permanently, a speed limit higher or lower than that referred to in 2.1.1 upon such Roads or portions thereof. 
2.1.3 Should the Association alter the speed limit upon any Road or portion thereof, it shall erect at the commencement of the area of the Road affected by such alteration, a sign setting out such higher or lower speed limit, and such higher or lower speed limit shall apply upon that Road for the length thereof until a further sign erected by the Association removes such higher or lower speed limit, as the case may be.
2.1.4 No person shall –

2.1.4.1 drive, permit or cause to be driven or ride in any Vehicle at any place within the Nature Reserve except, upon  ‑ 
2.1.4.1.1 a Road;

2.1.4.1.2 any drive-way within any Residential Portion;  and
2.1.4.1.3 any drive-way within any Storage Portion;
2.1.4.2 use any Road or portion thereof which has a sign at the commencement thereof indicating that such Road or portion thereof has been closed.
2.1.5 Vehicles shall be driven upon the left ‑ hand side of the Road. 
2.1.6 Pedestrians and animals shall, at all times, have the right of way of all places  within the Nature Reserve and Vehicles shall be brought to a complete stop whenever necessary to enable such pedestrians or animals to enjoy such right of way. 
2.1.7 The Board may by means of appropriate signs, give such directions as to the use of the Roads, or any portions thereof, as it, in its sole discretion, deems fit; provided that such signs shall insofar as possible be in accordance with the International Code of Road Signs.  The Board may if it, in its sole discretion, deems it necessary or desirable so to do, amend the signs in the aforesaid schedule in such manner as it may deem fit.  The failure by any person to obey the same and give effect to such meaning shall constitute a contravention of these Conduct Rules and such person shall be liable to pay a penalty in accordance with the provisions of 11.1.1.  
Access to and from the Nature Reserve

2.1.8 Vehicles may only enter or exit the Nature Reserve at the vehicle entrance security gates (the "Security Gates"), save for special circumstances and then only with the consent of or at the direction of the Managing Agent. 
2.1.9 All Vehicles entering and exiting the Nature Reserve shall stop at the Security Gate in question and no Vehicle shall enter the Nature Reserve unless admitted thereto by a resident, estate manager, or by means of a device issued by the Association to its Members enabling the Members to operate the Security Gate themselves (the "Device"), in which event the aforesaid provisions shall not apply. 
2.1.10 No Member shall permit the use of the Device for operating the Security Gate by any person save for any Member, Occupier, household member (if applicable), guest, invitee or employee of a Member or Occupier. 
2.1.11 Vehicles having a gross Vehicle weight in excess of 8 (eight) tons shall not be permitted to enter the Nature Reserve except with the consent of the Managing Agent, which consent may be subject to such conditions as the Managing Agent may deem fit. 
Parking of vehicles

2.1.12 No person shall store, park or leave any Vehicle unattended at any place in the Nature Reserve except ‑
2.1.12.1 in the case of a Member, Occupier, household member, guest, invitee or employee of such Member or Occupier, in the drive‑way or on the Residential Portion of such Member or Occupier;

2.1.12.2 in a structure designed for use as a garage or carport; 

2.1.12.3 in any parking area designated for such purpose by the Association by means of an appropriate sign; 

2.1.12.4 in a lay‑by designated as such by means of an appropriate sign. 

2.1.13 Where lines are marked on the surface of any parking delineating parking spaces within that area, no Vehicle shall be parked in such manner that any portion thereof protrudes over any such line. 
2.1.14 No person shall within the Nature Reserve park or store any boat, trailer, caravan, truck or lorry except with the consent of and at a place designated for that purpose by the Association unless such boat, trailer, caravan, truck or lorry is parked or stored on a Storage Portion. 
General Prohibitions
2.1.15 No person shall –

2.1.15.1 drive or permit to be driven or ride in any Vehicle in the Nature Reserve while under the influence of alcohol or any drug/s which may in any way affect or impair such person's ability to control the Vehicle. 
2.1.15.2 use or permit the use of any Road in such a manner as to constitute a danger or a nuisance to any other person or thing within the Nature Reserve;  and
2.1.15.3 drive any Vehicle at any place within the Nature Reserve unless such person is the holder of a valid current licence which would permit such driver to drive such vehicle upon a public road within the Republic of South Africa. 
2.1.16 No caravans shall be brought into the Nature Reserve except with the consent of and subject to such conditions as may be laid down by the Association. 
2.1.17 No helicopters or any other means of aerial conveyance may be landed at any place in the Nature Reserve except with the consent of and subject to such conditions as may be laid down by the Association. 
3 SECTION B – RESIDENTIAL PORTIONS
Construction, alterations or additions to Residences

3.1.1 The construction, building, erection, alteration of or addition to any Residence shall be in accordance with a standard approved by –

3.1.1.1 in respect of the construction, erection, alteration or addition of a structural nature, the Architectural Review Committee, established in accordance with the Articles (the "Architectural Review Committee") and in accordance with the architectural review guidelines and building guidelines formulated by such committee for the time being and from time to time (the "Guidelines");

3.1.1.2 in respect of any construction, building, erection, alteration or addition other than that referred to in 3.1.1.1, including any specifications relating to the materials or colours to be used, by the Developer, if the Developer is still a Member, failing which by the Association.
3.1.2 The decision of the Architectural Review Committee, the Developer or the Association, as the case may be, shall be final and decisive in respect of the approval sought in terms of 3.1.1.

3.1.3 No person shall at any time, without the prior written consent of the Developer, if the Developer is still a Member, failing which, the Association –

3.1.3.1 alter the previously approved external colour scheme of the Residence;

3.1.3.2 erect or construct on the Residential Portion any solar energy system, wind turbine, outdoor radio or television aerial or any other aerial/s and/or other similar structures.

3.1.4 Each Member shall obtain the approval of the Local Authority in respect of the Residence  to be constructed on such Member's Residential Portion and shall comply with all conditions and standards imposed by the Local Authority in respect thereof.

3.1.5 In the event of total or partial destruction of the Residence or any portion thereof, the Member shall, within a reasonable period of time, make good such damage or reconstruct the same in accordance with the original plans and working drawings approved by the Architectural Review Committee and the Local Authority and the provisions of this 3.1 shall apply.

3.1.6 Burglar bars shall be fixed internally in a Residence or a Boathouse and the design thereof shall be approved by the Architectural Review Committee.

Plants, trees and shrubs

3.1.7 Each Member and Occupier shall care for and maintain the natural indigenous vegetation, including any trees, indigenous plants, shrubs or any other vegetation on such Member's Residential Portion and shall not be entitled to remove, destroy, harm or permit or cause to be removed, destroyed or harmed any such vegetation situate on each Member's Residential Portion, without the prior approval of the Developer, if the Developer is still a Member, failing which the Association.

3.1.8 No exotic trees, plants, shrubs or other vegetation may be planted in or brought onto the Nature Reserve or a Members' Residential Portion, provided that the aforementioned rule shall not apply if such exotic trees, plants, shrubs or other vegetation as the case may be, is planted in the internal court yard of a Residence.
3.1.9 Should the provisions of 3.2.2 not be followed and should any exotic trees, plants, shrubs or other vegetation be planted in or brought onto the Nature Reserve or a Member's Residential Portion, the Managing Agent may call upon the owner thereof immediately to remove the exotic trees, plants, shrubs or other vegetation, and in the event of the owner failing or refusing to do so, the Managing Agent may procure the removal of such exotic trees, plants, shrubs or other vegetation from the Nature Reserve by such means as the Managing Agent may deem fit, and recover any costs incurred by him in so doing from the Association which shall be entitled to recover such costs from the Member or Occupier without prejudice to its right to invoke any penalty in the amount determined in accordance with 11.1.
Insurance
Each Member shall be obliged to insure (and maintain such insurance of) the Residence and Boathouse and any other buildings or structures erected on such Member's Residential Portion and Storage Portion with a reputable insurance company approved by the Developer, if the Developer is still a Member, failing which the Association and shall, if requested by the Developer and/or the Association, as the case may be, furnish proof of such insurance.

General

3.1.10 Each Member shall maintain such Member's Residential Portion, Storage Portion, Residence, Boathouse and any other buildings or structures erected on the Residential Portion and Storage Portion in a neat and tidy condition.

3.1.11 Each member shall ensure that at all times adequate fire extinguishers are kept in full working order at the Residence and at the Boathouse.
3.1.12 Archaeological material anywhere on the Property may not be picked up, kept or removed from the Property.
4 SECTION C – LAGOON, SEA AND RIVERS 
Access to the beach or lagoon
4.1.1 No access shall be permitted to the beach or the lagoon over the cliff.

4.1.2 Access to the beach, lagoon or river (if any) from the Nature Reserve shall be by way of paths specially designated by the Association, and no person shall enter the beach or the lagoon from the Nature Reserve except by way of a path so designated. 
5 SECTION D ‑ DOMESTIC REFUSE DISPOSAL
5.1 The removal of domestic and other refuse shall be under the control of the Managing Agent.  In exercising such functions in this regard, the Managing Agent may, from time to time, by written notice to all persons concerned:

5.1.1 lay down the type and size of refuse containers to be obtained; 
5.1.2 give directions in regard to the placing of such refuse for collection; 
5.1.3 require the payment of a reasonable charge for the provision of such containers at such charge as the Managing Agent may from time to time determine in terms of a “Current Charge List” issued from time to time by the Managing Agent. 
5.2 It shall be the duty of every Member or Occupier to ensure that such directions given by the Managing Agent are fully observed and implemented and that no refuse is kept within or outside of such Member or Occupier's Residential Portion and Storage Portion except in the containers aforesaid. 
5.3 Containers shall not be kept in any place outside any Residential Portion and Storage Portion except at such places as may be specifically set aside therefor or as may be approved by the Managing Agent from time to time. 

5.4 Where in the opinion of the Managing Agent any item of refuse is of such a size or nature that it cannot be conveniently removed by the refuse removal services provided or arranged by the Association, the Managing Agent may give the person wishing to dispose of the aforesaid refuse such directions for its disposal as the Managing Agent may deem fit. 
6 SECTION E ‑ ANIMALS
6.1 A Member or Occupier shall not, without the written approval of the Association keep any animal or bird, including any domestic or household animals (the "Animal") in the Residential Portion and Storage Portion or bring any Animal into the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Area save for the guard dogs kept by the Managing Agent for security purposes. 

6.2 Should the provisions of 6.1 not be followed and should any Animal be introduced into the Nature Reserve and/or Recreational Area, the Managing Agent may call upon the owner thereof immediately to remove the Animal, and in the event of the owner failing or refusing so to do, the Managing Agent may procure such Animal's removal from the Nature Reserve and/or Recreational Area by such means as the Managing Agent may deem fit, and recover any costs incurred by him in so doing from the Association which shall be entitled to recover such costs from the Member or Occupier without prejudice to its right to invoke any penalty in the amount determined in accordance with 11.1.
6.3 No person shall slaughter any animal or cure or hang up to dry any meat, fish, skin or carcass or any part thereof within a Residential Portion, Storage Portion or the Nature Reserve.  In the event of any person having to dispose of any animal carcass he shall notify the Managing Agent.  The Managing Agent shall arrange for the disposal of any animal carcass in such manner as the Managing Agent may deem fit and in accordance with applicable legislation. 

7 SECTION F ‑ GENERAL
Laundry
No garments, household linen or washing of any nature may be hung out or placed anywhere to dry except in a drying yard or such other area designated for that purpose. Any such items placed in any place other than the designated area may be removed by the Managing Agent.  The Managing Agent may invoke the penalty as set out in 11.1 before releasing the confiscated items to the owner thereof. 
Conduct

7.1.1 It is a fundamental right of all Members and Occupiers to be able to utilise their Residential Portions, Storage Portions, Recreational Areas and any other areas, save for the Reserved Portions and any other Member's Residential Portions, within the Nature Reserve without being unreasonably disturbed by other persons within the Nature Reserve. To this end Members, Occupiers and their household members, guests, invitees and employees –

7.1.1.1 shall not conduct themselves in an unruly or noisy manner, which may, in the sole discretion of the Association and/or the Managing Agent constitute a nuisance or disturbance to the peace and quiet of other Members and Occupiers;
7.1.1.2 supervise their children so that no damage nuisance, irritation or discomfort may be caused to any other persons within the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas;
7.1.1.3 shall not be allowed to –

7.1.1.3.1 engage in any trading, selling, promotions, pamphlet dropping or cause any other manner or form or marketing of whatever nature to be carried out, whether directly or indirectly, within the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas, without the prior written approval of the Association;

7.1.1.3.2 do anything or cause or permit anything to be done which may reasonably be a nuisance, irritation or discomfort or which may cause damage to any other persons within the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas.

7.1.2 Whenever the Association and/or the Managing Agent is of the opinion that the behaviour of any person constitutes a nuisance to any other person, or may be detrimental to the amenities of the Nature Reserve including the  Recreational Areas generally, the Association and/or the Managing Agent may call upon such person to cease such behaviour. In the event of such person failing so to do he shall be deemed to be guilty of having contravened the provisions of this 7.2 and shall be liable to a penalty in the amount determined inn accordance with the provisions of 11.1.1. 
Storage of Inflammatory Material and other Dangerous Acts
7.1.3 No person shall store or keep anywhere in the Nature Reserve including the  Recreational Areas any inflammable material or substances, provided however that this Conduct Rule shall not apply to the keeping of such substances and in such quantities as may reasonably be required for normal domestic use. 
7.1.4 No person shall do, perform or permit or cause to be done or performed any dangerous act within the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas which will or may increase the rate of the premium payable by the Developer or the Association on any insurance policy and which will or may injure, harm or cause any damage or loss to be suffered or incurred by any person within the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas.

Firearms and Fireworks
No person may discharge any firearm, air-gun or pistol, store or ignite fireworks at any place within the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas, except in self-defence.
Eradication of Pests

Each Member and Occupier shall keep such Member's Residential Portion and Storage Portion free of white ants, borer and other wood destroying insects, collectively, (the "Pests") and to this end shall permit the Association, the Managing Agent and their duly appointed agents or employees to enter upon such Member's Residential Portion and Storage Portion from time to time for the purpose of inspecting the Residential Portion and Storage Portion and taking such action as may be reasonably necessary to eradicate the Pests.  The costs of the inspection, eradication of any Pests found in the Residential Portion and Storage Portion, replacement of any woodwork or other material forming part of such Residential Portion and Storage Portion which may be damaged by any such Pests shall be borne by the Member or Occupier concerned.

Signs and Notices

7.1.5 No person shall place any sign, notice, billboard of any kind whatsoever on any part of the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas without having first obtained the prior approval of the Association.

7.1.6 The doors, walls and windows visible from the exterior of a Residence shall not have placed therein or thereon any advertisement, notice or poster.

General Prohibitions

7.1.7 No person shall anywhere in the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas –

7.1.7.1 disturb, harm, destroy, permit or cause to be disturbed, harmed or destroyed any wild animal, insect, reptile or bird;

7.1.7.2 disturb, remove, harm, destroy, collect or permit or cause to be disturbed, removed, harmed, destroyed any plant material or vegetation, whether living or dead, save with the consent of or on the instructions of the Association;
7.1.7.3 light any fires except at such place as may be designated for that purpose by the Association and in a properly constructed fireplace;

7.1.7.4 be permitted to camp except at any place which may be specially designated for that purpose by the Association;

7.1.7.5 discard, deposit, throw or permit or allow to be discarded, deposited or thrown any litter or any item of any nature whatsoever, except in such receptacles and in such places as may be designated for that purpose by the Association;

7.1.7.6 use any Open Space within the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas in any manner which may unreasonably interfere with the use and enjoyment thereof by other persons in the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas or which may, in the opinion of the Association detrimentally affect the Open Space or any of the amenities thereof;

7.1.7.7 obstruct by the placing thereon of any objects which may cause difficulty or inconvenience in keeping the Nature Reserve including the  Recreational Areas clean and tidy at all times. 
7.1.8 Subject to any law including, without affecting the generality of the aforegoing, the Environment Conservation Act No. 73 of 1989, as amended, the National Environmental Management Act No. 107 of 1998, as amended, the National Environmental Management: Protected Areas Act, No. 57 of 2003;  the National Environmental Management : Biodiversity Act No. 10 of 2004;  the National Environmental Management : Air Quality Act No. 39 of 2004, any regulations promulgated or any permits granted under or in terms of the aforesaid Acts or regulations, the Association shall be entitled to prohibit access to any part of the Open Space, in order to ensure the preservation of the natural flora and fauna, and no person shall enter any such area, which shall be suitably demarcated, without the consent of the Managing Agent.
7.1.9 For purposes of this 7.7, “Open Space” shall mean any area in the Nature Reserve including the Recreational Areas not covered by a building. 

7.1.10 In addition to each Member's Residential Portion and Storage Portion, where the Association has entered into any agreement with any Member granting that Member the exclusive use and occupation of any area in the Nature Reserve, no person shall in any manner whatsoever disturb or interfere with such Member in the enjoyment of such rights of exclusive use and occupation. 

8 section g – members' rights of inspection of the statutory records and books of account of the association

The statutory records and books of account of the Association shall be open for inspection by any Member or any Member's duly authorised representatives at the offices of the Managing Agent between 9.00 a.m. and 12.00 p.m. on all business days, save that the Managing Agent shall be entitled to refuse to allow any person access to any of the aforesaid books or records in the event of it being inconvenient for the Managing Agent to allow such access at that particular time, in which case the Managing Agent shall specify a date and time within 7  (seven) days from the date upon which access was denied as aforesaid upon which such books or records may be inspected. 
9 SECTION h ‑ delegation
9.1 The Developer, if the Developer is still a Member, and the Association may delegate any of their powers in terms of these Conduct Rules to the Managing Agent upon such terms and conditions as they may deem fit. 
9.2 The Managing Agent may delegate any of the powers so delegated to him, or any power accorded to him in terms of these Conduct Rules to any person nominated by the Managing Agent for that purpose, and any reference to the Managing Agent shall be deemed to include a reference to any such nominee. 
10 SECTION J – WATER AND ELECTRICITY
The following water and energy saving measures shall be implemented:
10.1.1 Dual flush cisterns and low volume taps and shower heads will be installed in all units

10.1.2 A 5kl rainwater tank and a practical  method of utilizing the rainwater collected from roofs will be installed at each unit . The tank must be installed in an aesthetically sensitive manner approved by the Architectural Review Committee. The water so collected will be for at least garden and swimming pool use. 
10.1.3 The borehole will supply water to the 200kl tank already installed on the property and this will supply an external tap in the vicinity of the boat lockers for any boat and car washing and irrigation. 

10.1.4 With regard to electricity CFL light bulbs will be installed where feasible. In addition, a load shedding facility in conjunction with a solar power heating system and dual gas/electric hob will be installed in each unit to the satisfaction of the Town Electrotechnical engineer.
Point of Supply - Water
The point of supply shall be the point at which the Association’s water supply pipe meets the boundary of the Residential Portion. 
Notices
Any notice to the Consumer in respect of any matter arising from the Agreement or these Conduct Rules relating to this 10  shall be duly served if left at the Residential Portion or if sent by letter addressed to the Consumer at such address.  Accounts and notices posted to the Consumer shall be deemed to have reached the Consumer on the third day after the date of posting.  Notices to the Association shall be addressed care of the Managing Agent or at such other place as the Association may from time to time direct, and if sent by registered letter shall be deemed to have reached the Association on the seventh day after the date of posting. 
11 SECTION K – RIGHTS OF THE DEVELOPER AND THE ASSOCIATION
Penalties

11.1.1 In the event of any person contravening or failing to comply with, or being deemed to have contravened or failed to comply with any provision of any section of these Conduct Rules, such person shall be liable to a penalty in such amount as the Members may from time to time decide in respect of each section of these Conduct Rules.  Should any contravention of the provisions of any section of these Conduct Rules, continue for a period of more than 1 (one) day, such person shall be liable to a further penalty in such amount as the Board may from time to time decide in respect of each section for each day or part thereof reckoned from the day upon which such contravention commenced until (and including) the day upon which such person ceases contravention or commences to comply with the Conduct Rules. 

11.1.2 Where the person contravening or failing to comply with any provision is a Member, an Occupier of that Member's Residential Portion, their household members, guests, invitees or employees, any penalty imposed by the Board in terms of these Conduct Rules shall be deemed to comprise part of that Member's levy.
Breach

If any person (the "Defaulting Party") by an act or omission commits a breach of these Conduct Rules and fails to remedy such breach after the Developer, if the Developer is still a Member, or the Association, whichever the case may be, has given such person written notice to make good such breach within a time specified in such notice then in addition to the penalties which may be imposed in terms of 11.1 –

11.1.3 the Developer, if it is still a Member, and/or the Association and/or any other Member shall be entitled without further notice to the Defaulting Party to institute proceedings against such person in any Court of competent jurisdiction to obtain redress, including obtaining an interdict;  and

11.1.4 the Developer, if it is still a Member, or the Association (or those employed by either) may enter upon the Residential Portions and any other areas within the Nature Reserve to take such action as may be required (as determined in the discretion of the Developer or the Association, whichever the case may be) to remedy the breach and the Defaulting Party shall be liable to the Developer or the Association for all costs so incurred which costs shall be due and payable upon demand.
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
